WINE ANALYSIS

WINEMAKING RS <1g/L
Hand-picked fruit was destemmed into fermenters Alc 13.5%
before 3 days of cold soaking. The ferment took 7 days, TA5.4g/L

with gentle plunging to balance the tannin extraction.
The wine was pressed off the skins soon atterward in
order to capture the bright fruit, before maturing in

French oak barriques for 8 months before blending.
